1. INTRODUCTION

In response to the National Pollution Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) Phase II Storm
Water Regulations, the City of Aubumn applied for and received an NPDES permit for storm
water discharges.

This report is being submitted to the Alabama Department of Environmental Management
(ADEM) pursuant to Part V paragraph C of NPDES permit ALR 040003 issued on May 14,
2003.

The annual report is the second of five and covers the reporting period from March 2004
through March 2005. The program outlined in this report is patterned after the program
submitted to and approved by ADEM jn March 2003 in the City of Auburn’s Alabama
Notice of Intent (ALNOI) (Appendix A). The five year permit is expected to expire in
March 2008.

II. SITE DESCRIPTION

The City of Aubum is situated in East Central Alabama (Appendix B). The City limits
encompass an area of approximately 46 square miles (29,440 acres). This area calculation
does not include Auburmn University property or the City of Opelika. The population of
Aubumn is approximately 43,000. There are approximately 54 miles of creeks and streams
running through the City. In the 2003-2004 reporting year the storm drainage system
contained approximately 86 miles of storm pipe with 4500 inlets and 3000 storm water
manholes/junction boxes. The storm water inventory for the 2004-2005 reporting year has
not been updated as the City has recently interviewed and now selected a consultant to
perform a system-wide comprehensive update of the City’s storm water system.

III. _KNOWN OR SUSPECTED WATER QUALITY PROBLEMS

The City of Aubum discharges into four receiving waters. These include Saugahatchee
Creek (North), Moores Mill Creek (South East), Chewacla Creek (South) and Parkersons
Mill Creek (South West).

Moores Mill Creek was placed on the draft 303(d) list in 1998 and was listed on the final
2002 303(d) histing. Known water quality concerns within the jurisdictional area were
identified as stream siltation resulting from sedimentation deriving from development.

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IV. RESPONSIBLE PARTY

The City of Auburn’s storm water management program (SWMP) is composed of several
programs operating under various departments within the City’s organization. For example,
the recycling and composting program is operated by the Environmental Services
Department, the maintenance of infrastructure is performed by the Public Works
Construction Maintenance Department, residential and commercial construction is monitored
by the Codes and Enforcement Department, and the public education and outreach program
is maintained by the Pubiic Works Adminisiration Department.

V. STORM WATER MANAGEMENT PROGRAM COMPONENTS

The Phase [I storm water regulations require operators of small municipal separate storm
sewer systems (MS4s) in urbanized areas to develop and implement storm water
management programs employing best management practices (BMPs) to adequately address
the six minimum control measures. The control measures include:

e Pubhc Education and Outreach

¢ Public Involvement/Participation

¢ Illicit Discharge Detection and Elimination

¢ Construction Site Storm Runoff Control

e Post-Construction Storm Water Management

e Pollution Prevention/Good Housekeeping for Municipal Operations
In March of 2003 the City of Aubum submitted to ADEM a notice of intent (NOI) to
implement a storm water management program under the Phase [I storm water regulations.
The goals of the individual components of the program along with implementation dates

were outlined in this document. At the end of permit year two, all program components
outlined in the NOI have been implemented.

PuBLIC EDUCATION AND QOUTREACH ON STORM WATER IMPACTS

A. Articles in the City News Letter “Open Line”: (March 2004 — Present)

“Open Line” is the City’s monthly newsletter that is mailed to Auburn Citizens
through their utility bill.

F. Work Shops Hosted:

In an effort to educate contractors, developers, engineers, and staff, the City initiated
a series of workshops. The content of the workshops focused on local storm water
issues of concern. Workshops hosted by the City over the past year include:

¢ City of Auburmn Watershed Meeting (December 6, 2004) — The City of Auburn
hosted a public meeting in which the City Council, Planning Commission, and
Water Board Members met to discuss water related 1ssues within the City of
Aubum. The City’s Parks and Recreation Department spoke about the City’s
current greenway plans, while the City’s Water and Sewer Board gave a
presentation on the current state and future of the City of Aubum’s water supply.
A faculty member from the Auburn University Department of Fisheries and
Allied Aquaculture made a presentation on watershed issues and smart growth,
The City of Auburn’s City Engineer and Assistant City Engineer concluded the
meeting with a presentation on the City of Aubum’s storm water management
program.

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o Erosjion and Sediment Control Workshop (December 8, 2004) — The City of
Auburn hosted its third annual Erosion and Sediment Control Workshop on
December 8, 2004. The purpose of this workshop was to educate and inform
engineers, developers and contractors of the City ot Auburn’s Erosion and
Sediment Control (ESC) Ordinance as well as the recent changes to the Ordinance
that were adopted by the City Council. Representatives from
the Alabama Department of Environmental Management
(ADEM) gave a presentation on the problems ADEM
inspectors are encountering in the field during their
inspections. ADEM representatives also outlined some ways
to prevent these problems and discussed ADEM’s
enforcement actions for these type violations. City of
Auburm personnel gave an overview of the City’s ESC
Ordinance as well as the recent changes related to o
enforcement measures that were made to the Ordinance. |
Davies Erosion Control Services, Inc. and Erosion Control
and Environmental Supply, Inc. provided exhibits of proper
BMP installation practices as well as a presentation on new
technology in the erosion and sediment control industry.
Over 100 developers, contractors, and engineers attended the
workshop.

G. Composting & Recycling Center/Compost Demonstration Site

The City of Auburn has been operating a curbside recycling program since 1998. In
addition to the curbside recycling, the City maintains a drop-off center for
recyclables. The Recycle Auburn Drop Off Center is located across from the Fleet
Services Complex at 365-A North Donahue Drive. These operations allow citizens of
Aubum to recycle their waste instead of disposing of it in the fandfill.

[n addition, the City maintains a Compost
Demonstration Site that serves as an example of
how homeowners can easily incorporate a home
composition operation into a normal backyard
setting. The site features six backyard compost
units. The units range from a simple pile to a
concrete bin.

PUBLIC INVOLVEMENT/PARTICIPATION

A. Citizens Advisory Commiittee:

Both EPA and ADEM recommend that the public be included in developing,
implementing, and reviewing, storm water management programs through the
establishment of a citizens advisory committee. Communities that allow citizens
representing diverse backgrounds and interests to participate in such a committee are
far more likely to gain community support through 1mplementation.

In 2004, the ALOA citizen advisory committee produced two brochures. The two
brochures produced contained information on Wetlands and {llicit Discharges. These
brochures are made available to the citizens of Aubumn and can be obtained at the
City Hall or the City’s Development Services Building.

Watershed Organizations:

Regional watershed organizations bring together representative from utilities, private
industry, environmental awareness groups, farmers, and branches of government to
coordinate individual efforts, share information, and plan for water resource and
aquatic )ife protection. The regional approach allows participating entities to
coordinate individual efforts in order to maximize limited resources.

LOWER TALLAPOOSA RIVER BASIN/CLEAN WATER
PARTNERSHIP (2001-present) The City of Aubum actively
participates in the partnership and on technical sub-
committees to assist and guide the development of a
watershed management plan. The organization meets on a
quarterly basis. In 2004, as a member of the Clean Water
Partnership, the City of Aubum assisted in the development of the Tallapoosa River
Basin Watershed Management Plan. Currently, this Plan is in its final revision and
can be downloaded from the Clean Water Partnership’s website.

SAUGAHATCHEE WATERSHED MANAGEMENT PLAN GROUP (SWAMP) (February
2004 — present) Over the course of the past year, the City of Aubum has actively
participated in the SWaMP group along with other stakeholders in the Saugahatchee

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Creek watershed to develop a watershed management plan for this watershed that
encompasses parts of Lee, Macon and Tallapoosa counties. The stakeholder group is
made up of representatives from the Cities of Aubum and Opelika, WestPoint
Stevens Inc.,, MeadWestvaco Inc., Save Our Saugahatchee (S.0.S.), the Natural
Resources Conservation Service (NRCS), the Alabama Cooperative Extension
Service (ACES), the Lower Tallapoosa CWP, and Auburn University. The Plan will
be finalized and submitted to the ADEM in March 2005. Implementation of the Plan
wil] follow pending funding from the ADEM.

. City of Auburn Earth Week 2004: (April 12-17)

The City of Auburn expanded its annual Earth Day celebration to
a full week of activities in 2003. The theme for Earth Week
2004 was “PEACE, LOVE AND GREEN, Keep Aubum
Clean!”, The week began with activities for local Auburmn city
school children at the City’s public library. The week was
rounded out with a Boy Scout stream clean up of urban streams
and a Household Hazardous Waste Collection Day. Additional
activities were designed to raise environmental awareness and to provide all age
groups (n the community the opportunity to participate. Over 1,500 Auburm residents
participated in the activities during the week. Earth Week activities included:

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D. Web Site hot line:

1 In an effort to provide the general public with an
additional means of reporting discharges to storm
sewers, the City launched the “On-Line Hot Line” in
March 2003.

The information is forwarded
to the Public Works Department and an investigation (s
initiated.

E. Arbor Day Tree Give Away: (February 2004, December 2004)

The planting of trees improves water quality by reducing storm water runoff and
erosion. Trees allow more recharging of the ground water supply and facilitate
nutrient removal from the environment. In celebration of Alabama’s Arbor Day and
to encourage the reforestation of the City’s the urban landscape, the City’s Tree
Commission sponsors a tree giveaway. The Comunission gave away 500 Dogwoods,
500 White Oaks and 500 green ash trees in celebration of this past year’s Arbor Day.
The City also gave away 600 Cherrybark Oaks and 1200 Dogwood trees at this past
year’s Christmas parade.

F. City of Auburn Citizen Survey: (August 2004)

The citizen survey is an annual telephone/mail survey of a statistical cross section of
randomly selected members of the community. The survey asks questions on issues
of governmental performance and community priorities. The survey is a way of
encouraging citizens to participate in local government. In 2004 the survey
contained at least 10 questions that directly impacted storm water quality issues. The
questions covered issues such as storm drainage system efficiencies, trash collection,
yard waste disposal, recycling, natural resource protection, green space initiatives,
and future growth planning. The City received a response from approximately 51%
of the surveys mailed out to citizens in 2004.

. News Paper Articles: (March 2004-Present)

Newspaper articles covering local storm water/environmental issues are one of the
most effective means for disseminating information to a large and diverse group of
residents most directly impacted by these issues. Informative articles provide the
reader with an independent point of view. The reader is not forced to rely on
information generated by a single source (i.e. City through the news letter “Open
Line” or brochures).

The City of Aubum is fortunate to have a daily publication. The Opelika-Aubum
News is a regional daily newspaper that covers local events and is widely read by
residents of Lee County. Seventy-five (75) articles and editorials were published in
the last year that directly dealt with storm water/environmental issues. A fisting of
articles and publication dates 1s included in Appendix C of this report.

. Greenspace/Greenway Master Plan (December 2003)

The Auburn Greenspace Advisory Board (GAB) was created by City Council
resolution in 2002. It’s objective was to identify potential areas for future property
acquisitions for parks, recreation facility projects, and for greenways. Once identified
these properties could be purchased and/or protected from development.

In 2003, the GAB recommended a Greenspace/Greenway Master Plan for the City of

Auburn. It was adopted in December of 2003 by the City Council and has been
utilized by the Planning Commission in connection with approval of projects. The
GAB recently revised the initial Plan to include a vast expansion of the proposed
greenspace/greenway areas. This first addition to the Greenspace/Greenway Master
Plan was adopted by the City Council in October 2004.

This plan has resulted in the acquisition/protection of approximately 250 acres of
property located in environmentally sensitive areas. In December 2004, a local
developer donated approximately 32 acres to the City for use as greenspace/greenway
property. The greenspace/greenway areas proposed include proposed bikeways and
trails along existing and new roads and along waterways in the City of Aubum
growth boundary. Areas along waterways may be improved with natural trails and
will be developed by the dedication of conservation easements in developments or the
acquisition of property by the City of Auburn. The properties have been set aside for
future uses by the City as recommended by the GAB. A copy of the current
Greenspace/Greenway Master Plan is included in Appendix D of this report.

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L  Future Land Use Plan (2004)

Due to the rapid development and increase in population within the City of Auburn,
City personnel and Aubum citizens recently developed a Land Use Plan for future
development and growth within the City. The Land Use Plan that was developed, and
recently adopted by the City Council, focuses on a City of Villages concept. This
Plan focuses on the concept that natural resource conservation is critical to our quality
of life as a part of community planning and development. The plan establishes that
residential growth focus on true neighborhoods that are part of larger “villages”.
Villages will contain vital elements to citizens such as grocery stores, retail stores,
green spaces, etc. In addition, open green spaces will be linked and tied in to the
systemn of tratls and greenspace areas created by the City’s Greenspace/Greenway
Master Plan.

The Plan places a strong emphasis on maintaining and enhancing natural resources
within the City of Auburn such as streams, greenspaces, ctc. By concentrating
populations within these village centers, less automobile traffic is required, impacts
on natural resources are lessened, and other adverse environmental effects decrease.
The Plan establishes the idea that development should be strategically placed away
from our most critical resources. New ordinances based on the Land Use Plan will be
developed in 2005.

J. Lee County Water Festival (May 2004)

On May 13™-14™ 2004, the first, of what is anticipated to
be an annual event, Lee County Waler Festival was held on
the campus of Auburn University. Approximately 1,500
fourth graders from schools in the Lee County area
attended the two-day event. The primary purpose of the
event is to educate young people on the importance of our
water resources and the role each of us play in conserving
our water. Dunng the event, students leamed about water
filtration, aquifers and the water cycle through hands-on
activities such as building an edible aquifer, making a water )
cycle bracelet and building a mini-filtration unit. S
Volunteers from the City of Auburn, the City of Opelika
and other local groups helped make this past year’s event a
huge success. Planning is currently underway for the 2005
Water Festival, which is scheduled for May 12™-13" at
Auburn University.

B. Hlicit Discharge Ordinance: (January 2004)

The Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) recommends municipalities implerment
an ordinance that provides the means to identify and enforce correction of illicit
discharges. 3 T &

In our NOI, submitted to ADEM in March of 2003, the stated
goal was to develop and implement an Illicit Discharge
Ordinance by December 200S. This goal was met two years
ahead of schedule.

A draft copy of the INjcjt Discharge Ordinance was reviewed by the ALOA Citizens
Committee in November of 2003. A revised draft was forwarded to City Attorney
and Municipal Judge for review in December of 2003. Auburn City Council adopted
the Illicit Discharge Ordinance on January 20, 2004.

C. Public Education on Illicit Discharges & Improper Disposal: (March 2003 —
present)

The Alabama Clean Water Partnership in association with ADEM and other
environmental groups have produced a series of public service announcements
featuring the “Nerdy Man”. The City of Auburn has obtained materials for
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distribution from the Clean Water Partnership and provides them to the public free of
charge through its information centers located at City Hall and the Development
Services Building.

. Inspection of Drainage System: (2003-present)

The City Public Works Department conducts an annual inspection of its drainage
system in order o maintain free flowing conditions. During this process, key stream
sections, bridges, and culverts are inspected and routine maintenance is conducted.
As areas are identified for maintenance, the work is listed on the maintenance
schedule and a crew is assigned to perform the task.

. Detention Pond Inspections: (1997-present)

Existing detention ponds need periodic Inspections to mamtam proper operanon
Because vast quantitics of storm water is collected and &8 ;
passed through these detention ponds every year,
inspections of these facilities can identify potential
problems and illicit discharges.

The Public Works Department conducts annual inspections

of all detention ponds (public and private) listed in its storm water inventory. Upon
inspection, the owner of the pond is notified of corrective action needed.
Approximately one hundred and seventy (170) detention ponds are currently being
inspected (January 2005 — February 2005).

. Hazardous Waste Emergency Response Team

The City of Aubum has entered into an agreement with the City of Opelika to share
some of the cost of operating an emergency response vehicle equipped to handle
hazardous waste spills. The agreement provides the City of Auburn with the ability
to properly identify and address hazardous or potentially hazardous spills (see NOI
submitta}l Appendix B).

. Water Sampling Program (2004-present)

In 2004, the City of Auburn began a water-sampling program in an effort to analyze
the effectiveness of stormwater BMPs on active construction sites within the City.
City of Auburn personnel are currently collecting water samples from Moores Mill
Creek, Saugahatchee Creek and Parkersons Mill Creek. These samples are tested for
stream turbidity. This data provides us with an indicator of the effectiveness of
construction site BMPs. Where excessive increases occur downstream from a
development, the City works with the developer to enhance measures to minimize the
transport of sediment from the site.

CONSTRUCTION SITE STORM WATER RUNOFF CONTROL

Erosion and Sediment Control Ordinance (July 2002-present):

The City of Auburn in conjunction with the City of Opelika and Aubum University
has adopted the Erosion and Sediment Control Policy recommended by the Citizens
Advisory Committee (ALOA). The policy provides for a regional set of rules that
can be applied to contractors and developers.

In December 2004, the Aubum City Council approved additions to the City’s Erosion
and Sediment Control Ordinance to establish protocol for enforcement of the
Ordinance and to enable City personne) to issue citations to developers/contractors in
violation of the Ordinance.

. Erosion Control Checklist (January 2003-present):

The City of Aubum Public Works Department in an effort to
control erosion and minimize sedimentation originating froMm e im——
active construction sites, initiated a construction site

inspection program. The inspection program is designed to =

identify deficiencies in erosion control and initiate corrective ____

action. Nearly 300 site inspections were performed from e

March 2004 through March 200S. The City of Aubum =

revised its Erosion Control Checklist form 1n December 2004 -

and is currently in the process of updating its Microsoft

Access Database to reflect the form changes. Data from the inspections is inputted
into the database for processing. The City’s Public Works Department maintains
copies of the inspection reports.

. Erosion Control Residential (January 2003-present):

The City of Auburn Codes and Enforcement Department conducts an initial site
inspection for all building construction in Auburn. Lots requesting the initial
inspection must have a construction entrance in place prior to authorizing foundation
construction. Deficiencies noted during the initial inspection are relayed to the
building permit applicant for correction.

Beginning in August of 2003 the City of Auburn Codes and Enforcement Department
started maintaining a data base of complaints received associated with erosion
resulting from residential construction. The complaints are routed to enforcement
officers who investigate the complaint and pursue corrective actions with responsible
parties.

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D. Added Elements to Erosion and Sediment Control(December 2004-present)

In an effort to utilize the latest in erosion and sediment control technology, the City
of Aubum has begun recommending that engineers consider the use of
polyacrylamide (PAM) and other flocculants on certain developments within the City
of Auburn. PAM is essentially a soil stabilization BMP. Flocculants work to settle
out solids from turbid water and aid in stabilizing soils to support grass seed so that a
suitable vegetative buffer may be cstablished. The City is currently evaluating the
effectiveness of these BMPs and will consider requiring on erosion and sediment
contro)}  plans  submitted to the City if deemed  successful.

POST-CONSTRUCTION STORM WATER MANAGEMENT IN NEW

DEVELOPMENT AND REDEVELOPMENT

A. Storm Water Management Manual (April 2003):

City of Auburn In April of 2003, the City of Auburn published an Engineering

Slon ey Design Manual that cffectively addresses storm water runoff
Management Manual

controls required for sites greater than one acre. The manual
identifies project requirements and specification for new
infrastructure. The manual also addresses the requirement for
storm water system sizing and storm  water runoff
control/detention. During its first full year of implementation, the
Manual has proved to be a very successful tool for the City and

developers.

. Buffer Zones (July 2002)

As part of the Erosion and Sediment Control Ordinance adopted by Council in July
2002, a minimum 25 foot minimum vegetative buffer zone is required for new
developments on “blue line” streams and creeks identified on USGS 7.5 minute

topographic maps.

. Detention Pond Inspections (1997-present)

Existing detention ponds need periodic inspections to maintain proper operation.
Because vast quantities of storm water is collected and passed through these detention
ponds every year, inspections of these facilities can identify potential problems and
illicit discharges.

The Public Works Department conducts annual inspections of all detention ponds
(public and private) listed in its storm water inventory. Upon inspection, the owner of
the pond is notified of corrective action needed. Approximately one hundred and
seventy (170) detention ponds are currently being jnspected (January 2005-February
2005).

. Right-of-Way Vegetation Program (2003-present)

Proper repair and maintenance of existing rights-
of-ways provides a significant benefit to storm
water quality. The City inttiated a program to
establish vegetative cover (grass, trees, shrubs, or
wildflowers) on rights-of-ways where vegetation
had previously failed to be established. In 2003

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approximately 5 acres of right-of-way was grassed in various sections of the city.
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XI1. PoOLLUTION PREVENTION/GOOD HOUSEKEEPING FOR MUNICIPAL

OPERATIONS

A. Construction Site Management Training (March 2004-present):

The City of Auburn continues to develop a training program that provides the Public
Works Department and other city departments with information on the proper
methods for implementing site control measures on all municipal projects (see Public
Education and Outreach on Storm Water Impacts).

Training opportunities included:

Erosion and Sediment Control Workshop (December 8, 2004) — The City of
Auburm hosted a workshop for developers, contractors, and engineers io
discuss the City’s Erosion and Sediment Control Ordinance and the recent
changes to the Ordinance adopted by City Council. Over one hundred (100)
developers, contractors and City personnel attended the workshop.

City of Auburn Watershed Meeting (December 6, 2004) — The City of Aubumn
hosted a public meeting in which the City Council, Planning Commission and
Water Board members met to discuss water related issues within the City of
Auburn.  Presentations were given on the City’s greenspace/greenway
program, the current and future state of the City’s water supply, watershed
issues within the City and Smart Growth, and the City’s storm water
management program.

Nonpojnt Education for Municipal Officials (NEMO) workshop (November
17-18, 2004) —The NEMO workshop js a training seminar sponsored by the
ADEM and the Southeast Watershed Forum. The two day course focused on
watershed issues and how urban development impacts our watersheds. Smart
Growth Alternatives were discussed and analyzed by those attending the
course. One (1) City employee received a training certificate from the course.

Porous Asphalt Pavement Seminar (November 1, 2004) — The seminar was
conducted in Atlanta and provided attendees with an overview of hydraulics
and hydrology in addition to a full day summary of the design and
construction of porous pavement installations. The seminar reviewed design
considerations for traffic, subgrade, and asphalt mix. Also reviewed were
considerations for construction and maintenance. One (1) City personnel
attended the seminar.

Chemical Spill Response Training (February 17, 2005) — The seminar focused
on regulations regarding the handling and control of petroleum based spills as
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well as chemical and pesticide spills. Information was also presented
concerning the responsibilities and liabilities incurred when dealing with these
spills. Two (2) City personnel attended the one-day training seminar.

B. Spill Response and Prevention Training (2004 — present):

As outlined in the NOI, the City of Auburn is currently in the process of developing
an in-house spill response training program. The program will be targeted to
employees that work on a day-to-day basis with fuels (i.e. Construction Maintenance
workers). Training sessions are planned for the spring of 2005. In addition, two (2)
city personnel attended a one-day seminar in February, 2005 that focused on the
regulations regarding the handling and control of petroleum based and chemical
spills.

C. Risk Management Manual (March 2004 — present):

The City of Auburn Human Resources Department has developed a manual outlining
specific requirements/policies for dealing with hazardous chemicals. Topic 12 (titled
Hazard Communication Program) of the City’s Risk Management Manual
specifically requires City personnel to inventory, label, and receive training on
hazardous chemicals identified. Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS) identifying
personal protective equipment, permissible exposure limits (PEL), and Threshold
Limit Values (TVL) are required for all hazardous chemicals identified during the
inventory process. The Hazard Communication Program was adopted as part of the
Risk Management Manual in January 2004.

D. Municipal Operations Recycling (1998-present):

It has been standard policy to require individual Departments to parlicipate in the
City’s recycling program. Recyclable waste generated through City activities is
collected and processed through the City’s recycling center located on Donahue
Drive.

E. Street Sweeping

The City of Auburn operates a street sweeping program designed to keep litter from
entering the storm drainage system. The streets in the City are divided into four (4)
grids. The grids are swept on a weekly basis with the entire route completed at the
end of a 4 week period. Not all of the streets in a gnd are swept, main traffic routes,
arterials, and collectors are maintained on a regular interval. Local streets or streets
with low traffic volumes are swept as needed. See Appendix F for grid layout of
sweeping program.
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F. Alabama Certified Pesticides Applicator

The City’s Parks and Recreation Department maintains trained and certified
personnel in the application of pesticides, including restricted use pesticides.
Although qualified to do so, the Parks and Recreation Department has not employed
any restricted use pesticides in the previous decade. In order to maintain the
certification with the state of Alabama, the staff must document and complete 30
continuing education units (CEU) over a three-year period. CEUs are eamned at
various conferences and workshops such as the Alabama Turfgrass Conference,
Alabama Highway Department workshops, Sports Turf Short Course, Alabama
Urban Forestry Associations Annual Conference. The CEUs cover not only the
application of pesticides; they also provide information on the proper use of fertilizers
and other chemicals typically used to maintain athletic fields.

Currently the City has two (2) Alabama Certified Pesticide Applicators on staff.
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XII. STORM WATER INFRASTRUCTURE IMPROVEMENTS

In 2004 the City of Auburn Public Works Department continued to make
considerable progress toward completing a priority listing of storm water
improvement projects outlined in the City’s Storm Water Master Plan (2000).

A. Storm Water Infrastructure Projects Completed (January 2004-present)
Projects completed in permit year two include:

e Felton Little Regional Detention Pond — Project included the construction of a
regional detention facility at the City’s Felton Little Park located on Glenn
Avenue. The purpose of the detention facility is to prevent flooding along Glenn
Avenue near the Park. Construction of the pond was completed in December
2004. The project was funded through a grant received from the Federal
Emergency Management Agency (FEMA).

B. Storm Water Infrastructure Projects Under Construction
Projects currently under construction include:

Town Creek Regional Detention Pond — Project involves the construction of a
regional detention pond at the tail end of an existing wetland that has the capacity of
controlling and improving storm water quality runoff from a 400 + acre urban
watershed.

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XIII. PROGRAM EVALUATION

The assessment of the second permit year of the City of Aubumm’s Storm Water
Management Program continues to be a positive impact on storm water management
in the City. The goals outlined in the City’s Notice of Intent have been achieved,

The City of Auburn has tightened requirements of its construction storm water
management by empowering staff to issue citations and otherwise stop work in the
case where BMPs are not implemented or deemed deficient. The City has continued
to invest staff time and money into the continuing education and outreach and public
involvement associated with the Storm Water Management Program. The Citly has
met or exceeded its goals this year.

The overall evaluation of the second permit year has revealed several strengths and
weaknesses in the program.

A. Strengths

Identified strengths of the program include increased enforcement of erosion and
sediment control requirements, local environmental groups, concemed citizens, and
proactive City management.

e The construction storm water management program has been enhanced by the
City of Aubumn City Council passing an ordinance to increase the staff’s ability 1o
issue citations to those violating the erosion and sediment control ordinance. The
City has increased its presence in the inspection and enforcement of erosion and
sediment control measures on construction sites. The result has been posjtive as
more sites are implementing measures to minimize erosion and sediment control
In a more timely manner.

e As indicated in our Year One Report, local environmental awareness groups such
as Alabama Water Watch, Save our Sougahacthee (S.0.S.), Friends of Chewacla,
and the Lower Tallapoossa Stake Holders Committee provide tremendous
amounts of encouragement for environmental projects. The groups provide a
network of qualified professionals that can be called upon to assist in the analysis
of problems and the development of solutions. Some of the groups conduct much
needed water analysis that can establish base line conditions and predict trends.
This network will continue to develop the City’s program into a strong tool to
manage storm water issues.

¢ The City has devejoped a means through the internet, e-mail, and phone to receive
calls on issues and offer a quick response to calls conceming storm water
management and erosion and sediment control.
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As indicated in the Year One Report, city management continues to be proactive
in establishing a community in which residents can participate in guiding the
future growth. Community participation on future land use planning and annual
surveys are just a few of the many ways in which the storm water program
directly benefits from a proactive City government.

B. Weaknesses

While great improvements have been observed in the past year, the weaknesses in the
storm water management program are education, funding, enforcement, and
interdepartmental coordination.

Proper education and training of the construction community is the prime
weakness 1n the current system. Construction contractors have not yet mastered
the proper installation and maintenance of BMPs nor the understanding of the
value of these measures. The City has taken some significant measures to bridge
the gap with several educational opportunities as documented in this report as
well as providing more time up front in plan review and pre-construction
meetings. The developer, engineer, contractor team needs to work together in a
more concerted effort to provide the technical oversite, proper implementation,
and proper inspection and maintenance of construction BMPs.

Funding of the Phase II Storm Water Regulation requirements has been an issue
since the nule went into effect. Without proper funding the future implementation
of required components (j.e. monitoring) cannot be accomplished.

Enforcement of newly implemented rules, regulations, and ordinances has
continued to improve. Informing the building community of rule changes and
new ordinances will also continue for the next few years. Although gradual
improvement in compliance has been documented, non-compliant sites requiring
enforcement actions such as stop work orders continue. This issue is expected to
improve over time similar to that documented by Phase I cities that have been
dealing with the issue for years.

The City continues to educate staff from all departments concerning the Storm
Water Management program. We have improved our integrated effort to monitor
the City’s storm water system and especially erosion and sediment control. The
City continues to meet with inspection staff periodically and develop simplistic
means to assist our staff in  supporting the City’s Program.

s INTRODUCTION

A. Purpose

The purpose of this Hazardous Maierials Annex is 10 provide guidance for county

operalions in response 10 emergencies resulting from the manufacture, use, storage, and
- transfer of hazardous materials in and through Lee County; 1o describe the specific

roles and responsibilities of first responders utilizing a standardized Incident Command

System; and 1o coordinate the emergency response capabilities of local, state, and

federal agencies, adjacent jurisdictions, private industry and volunteers.

B. Scope

ESF #10 provides for a coordinated, effective, and efficient response to

discharges and releases of hazardous materials by placing human, financial,

and material resources into action in the impacied area. This ESF establishes

lead coordination roles and division and specification of responsibilities among state
agencies that may be brought 10 bear in response actions. This ESF is applicable 1o all
organizations with responsibilities and assets to support the local response to actual and
potential discharges and releases of hazardous materials.

C. Situanion
1. Lee County is at risk from the transpori, use manufacture and storage of
hazardous materials at facilities within the County. A nawral or other
catastrophic disaster could result in numerous situations in which hazardous
materials are released into the environment. Fixed facilities (e.g., chemical
plants, 1ank farms, laboratories, operaling hazardous waste sites) which produce,
generate, use, store, or dispose hazardous materials could be damaged so
severely that existing spill control apparatus and containment measures are not
effective. Hazardous materials that are transporied may be involved in rajl
accidents, highway collisions, or waterway mishaps. Abandoned hazardous
waste sites could be damaged, causing further This degradation of holding
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ponds, tanks, and drums. The damage to or rupture of pipelines transponting
materials that are hazardous if improperly released will present serious
problems.

2. A hazardous materials incident could be an act of terrorism. Therefore
responders will need 10 rule terrorism out during the initial size-up of response
operations. )} terrorism can not be ruled first responders will need to consider
secondary incidents.

3. Hazardous materials may be illegally transported, manufactured, or dumped
within the County. Due 10 the criminal nature of such activities, special law
enforcement considerations may be necessary but shall not take precedence over
the protection of the general population.

A. General The organization of fire fighting service in the cities of Auburn and Opelika is
the Opelika Fire Depaniment and the Aubumn Fire Division. Outside the two cities, Lee
County is divided into seven fire districts with a volunieer fire department responsible
within each district. The Opelika Fire Depariment and the Auburn Fire Division facilitate
the effective coordination and control of like and complernentary support services.
